Postal entry/payment by cheque is also
acceptable.

2. Refreshments.  There will not be any refreshments on sale.

3. Entries may be accepted after the closing date of 9th February 2026 at the TO's discretion. There will be an extra 
admin charge of £10.

4. The provisional target list and results published on the LAA website. 

5. Neither the Lancashire Archery Association nor the Tournament Organiser is able to accept responsibility for the
care of children. All junior competitors must be accompanied by a responsible adult for the duration of the 
tournament.

6. Competitors must be members of Archery GB, and membership cards must be shown on registration.

7. In line with the Archery GB Safeguarding Children and Young People Policy, anyone wishing to take photographs 
or video at the shoot must register with the Organiser prior to doing so.

8. As this is a Record Status tournament, archers will be liable for drug testing. Competitors approached to give 
samples must comply; a refusal will be treated as a positive result.
